Public hearing and action on request from SFW Land LLC, 910 Skokie Blvd., Suite 213, Northbrook, IL  60062 requesting Rezoning on Tax Parcel #81-4-223-074-0006 from A-4 Agricultural Land Holding District, C-1 Lowland Resource Conservancy District, and C-2 Upland Resource Conservancy District to R-3 Urban Single-Family Residential District, R-4 Urban Single Family Residential District,  R-9 Multiple-Family Residential District,  C-1 Lowland Resource Conservancy District, and C-2 Upland Resource Conservancy District with the application of a PUD Overlay District.   For information purposes only this property is located on the west side of the Union Pacific Railroad Row between CTH "A" and "E", Somers Township, Kenosha County.

Motion 
carried 3-1 with Chairman Smith voting no.

Action on request from SFW Land LLC., 910 Skokie Blvd., Suite 213, Northbrook, IL  60062 requesting approval of Conditional Use Permit for14 six unit buildings zoned R-9 on Tax Parcel #81-4-223-074-0006 within the River Vista Subdivision.


Commissioner Scheidt moved to table for 30 days, seconded by Commissioner Mandernack. Motion 
carried 4-0.

Approval from SFW Land LLC, 910 Skokie Blvd., Suite 213, Northbrook, IL  60062 requesting approval of a marketing sign for Tax Parcel #81-4-223-074-0006, River Vista Subdivision, located on the west side of the Union Pacific Railroad Row between CTH "A" and "E", Somers Township, Kenosha County.


Commissioner Scheidt moved to approve sign with the following conditions: 1. time limit 12 months 
2. Town staff to approve landscaping surrounding sign, seconded by Commissioner Sabath. Motion 
carried 4-0.

Public hearing and action on request from Golden Oil, requesting rezoning from A-1 Agricultural Preservation District and A-2 General Agricultural District to B-3 Highway Business District on Tax Parcel #80-4-222-193-0200 located in the southwest quarter of Section 19, Township 2 North, Range 22 East, Town of Somers. For informational purposes only, this property is located on the northeast corner of the intersection of I-94 and CTH “S”.


The public hearing was opened. Mike Bobula, 11604 Burlington Road spoke regarding the need for a  
no parking area. The hearing was closed. Commissioner Mandernack moved to approve rezoning 
contingent on approval of an approved site plan, seconded by Commissioner Sabath. Motion carried 4-0. 

15.
Public hearing and action on request from Golden Oil, requesting a Conditional Use Permit to allow a gasoline service station on Tax Parcel #80-4-222-193-0200 located in the southwest quarter of Section 19, Township 2 North, Range 22 East, Town of Somers. For informational purposes only, this property is located on the NE corner of the intersection of I-94 & CTH “S”.


The public hearing was opened. No one spoke at the hearing. Commissioner Scheidt moved to approve 
conditional use permit subject to the following conditions: 1. restriction on hours of parking by large trucks 
on the site, 2. restriction on hours of operation, 3. approved landscaping plan, 4. placement of access 
drives & removal of old access drives, 5. subject to full implementation of developers agreement, 6. 
submittal of canopy details, 7. approved lighting; seconded by Commissioner Mandernack. Motion  
carried 3-1 with Chairman Smith voting no. 

16.
Discussion only: concept plan for CTH "L" and Green Bay Road, southeast  corner.


By consensus, Commissioners opposed a gasoline station on this site. For the record, Vern Kotten, 5510 
22nd Street, was opposed to commercial development on this site. 

17.
Discussion only: concept plan for Sheridan Road and 11th Street, southwest corner.


By consensus, the Commission urged waiting 6 months or until the neighborhood plan is completed. For 
the record, Barbara Brost, 1211 Sheridan Road, was opposed to commercial development on this site.

Commissioner Sabath moved to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner Scheidt. Motion carried 4-0.
