Call to order-The Somers Plan Commission meeting was called to order at 6:35 p. m. by Chairman James Smith.

Present: Commissioners James Smith, Edna Highland, Robert Sabath, Karl Scheidt, John Donaubauer & Gordon Lake.  Absent: Commissioner Shirley Mandernack. Also present: Administrator William Morris, Attorney Jeff Davison, Clerk-Treasurer Tim Kitzman.

Approval of minutes of previous meeting

Commissioner Scheidt moved to approve the minutes from the previous meeting with the correction of item #12, seconded by Commissioner Highland.  Motion carried 6-0.

Correspondence-There was none.

Smart Growth Update-Administrator Morris gave an update on Smart Growth planning.
5. Citizens Comments-The following individuals spoke in opposition to item #6, Conditional Use permit for a Service Station/Convenience Store on Sheridan Road: Jeri Sorenson, 524 13th Place; Jo Anne De Vargas, 563 Sheridan Road; Lisa Chilsen, 1173 Sheridan Road; Mike Bergnach, 822 Sheridan Road; Paul Chilsen, 1173 Sheridan Road; Carol J. Larsen, 1247 Sheridan Road & Noreen Carrillo-Matthies, 951 Sheridan Road.  Mark Molinaro, 1011 12th Street urged the Commissioners to set the bench mark with this project. Marianne Ampe, 1129 Sheridan Road, spoke in favor the Beach Aire Condominium proposal. Dawn Zorn, 6421 31st Street, expressed concerns about gasoline station run-off affecting her well. Mike Bergnach, 822 Sheridan Road, questioned where the proposed KRM station would be located & urged a site be set aside for that purpose.
Glenn Bisceglia, 451 Sheridan Road, asked if items 6 & 7 were tied together or individual projects

Tabled request from Eihab Atout for conditional use permit on tax parcel #81-4-223-
074-0556 for a Service Station/Convenience Store/Restaurant, located on Sheridan Road 
south of 11th Place & north of the intersection with 12th Street.

Commissioner Scheidt moved to remove from the table, seconded by Commissioner Highland. 
Motion carried 5-1 with Commissioner Lake voting nay. Commissioner Scheidt moved to 
approve the conditional permit use with the addition of a restriction on selling adult books & 
magazines, seconded by Commissioner Highland. Motion carried 6-0.
7.
Discussion only: Concept Plan by Partners in Design Architects, 600 52nd ST, Kenosha, 
WI for Beach Aire Condos, a 21 unit condominium development located at 1147 Sheridan 
Road, tax parcel #81-4-223-074-0850.

Mark Molinaro, representing Partners in Design, 600 52nd Street, explained the proposed 
development. By consensus, the Commission approved the concept plan with comments on the 
number of units, configuration & appearance of the garage doors.

Public hearing and action on request for Conditional Use Permit in the B-4 Planned 
Business District by Sam’s East Inc., 2001 SE 10th ST, Bentonville AR 72716 (Owner), 
Brian Dofflemyer, Core States Engineering, 50 Crestwood Executive Center, Suite 500, 
St. Louis MO 63126 (Agent) to allow a gasoline refueling station with 6 pump islands & a 
1 (one) bay carwash on tax parcel #80-4-222-271-0306 located in the northeast quarter of 
section 27, T2N, R22E, Town of Somers. For informational purposes only, this property 
is located at the northwest corner of the intersection of C.T.H. “S” (38th ST) & Somers 
Blvd.


Chairman Smith opened the public hearing. Patrick Bennett, representing Core States 
Engineering, St. Louis, MO explained the proposal. Fire Chief Steve Krause stated it is common 
practice for gasoline stations to have the pumps remain on while they are closed. Glenn 
Bisceglia, 451 Sheridan Road, stated other Wal-Mart/Sam’s Club fueling stations he has seen 
are basic. The public hearing was closed. Commissioner Scheidt moved to approve the 
conditional use permit subject to Core Engineering returning next month for approval of 
architectural design & landscaping plan. Motion carried 6-0.

Commissioner Highland moved to recommend adoption of the Neighborhood Plans to the 
Town Board, seconded by Commissioner Sabath. Motion carried 6-0.
