Review Employee Policy changes regarding part-time employee benefits 
The Board reviewed proposed changes to sections 7, 31 & 35 of the employee manual relating to part-time benefits. Discussion on number of hours for full payment of health insurance premium.
Review Resolution No. 07-038 for Inclusion under Group Life Insurance 
The Board reviewed the proposed resolution. Financial Manager Anderson compared the proposed State Group Life premium with the current $10,000 Anthem policy. Life insurance coverage is $200,000 under the existing plan and $942,274 under the state plan.
Proposed purchase of replacement voting booths

Clerk-Treasurer Kitzman explained his recommendation to purchase new voting booths for the polling places at a cost of $4,090.50.
Review Ordinance No. 07-013 to Repeal & Recreate Section 11.03 Alcohol license fees

The Board discussed the proposed ordinance to correct the fees. 

Discuss additional Claim-Jace Froeber

Chairman Smith stated that in addition to the repair estimate, Mr. Froeber has submitted a claim for rental car expense.  Board members requested written documentation.
Discuss purchase of pick-up truck for public works

Vehicle needs & replacement schedules were discussed with a more in-depth review scheduled for the special work session on January 15.
