natural gas fueling equipment at 201 1st Street, CTH “KR”, parcel #81-4-223-052-0500 (WE Energies

Service Center) by WI Natural Gas Company/WE Energies, 231 W. Michigan St, Milwaukee, WI 

(owner) located in NW 1/4, Section 5, T2N, R23E in the Town of Somers, Kenosha County, WI.

Robert Bokowski of We Energies explained the project and where the fueling station will be located.  


Discussion followed.  Kathy Guillaume of 311 1st Street asked a couple of questions regarding the safety


of the fueling station.

Request by Next/Partners, Inc. Madison, WI (agent) Thomas Fliess, Jr., 4436 90th Street, Racine, WI, owner, for approval of Pike Square Concept Plan on tax parcel nos. 80-4-222-224-0201 & 80-4-222-221-0201, located on 22nd Street & Green Bay Road, Town of Somers, Kenosha County, WI.

Phil Jennings, agent for Next/Partners explained the concept plan in detail with options that were being considered at this time.  Phil stated that this project is intended to compliment Somers Market Center, they have met our 40% Green Space requirement and will also meet the conditions of the Green Bay Road Traffic Study.  Zoning for the Pike Square development will be under the PUD application due to mixed uses of the land.  Discussion followed.  Chairman Smith asked the Commissioners if they liked the Concept Plan and everyone agreed they did and would like to see it go forward at this time.

Michael DeMichele, agent for the Willow Tree Development explained the changes from the last 


presentation stating the footprint of the building had been reduced in size to meet the 40% Green Space

requirement.  There will be two access points off Market Lane, and there will be seven Tenants.  Michael 

then went into more details regarding the different materials used in the building to match the Sams and 


Wal-Mart stores.  


Staff recommendations:



1.  Sam's and Wal-Mart are the only two store that have been permitted to be constructed before 



     the infrastructure is completed in the Subdivision per the developers agreement.



2.  Approval from the Bradford Real Estate Company, Crispell-Snyder (Towns Engineers) and


     Kenosha County must be obtained.
