Roger Zacharias, 8606 12th Place, requested the Public Works Department check the west end of 12th Place for a 6-12“drop-off from the asphalt and requested fill be added. Marianne Amp, 1129 Sheridan Road, asked who is responsible for water run-off onto her parcel. Keith Kemper, 24130 Church Road, Kansasville, WI, representing the Sheet Metal Workers International Association Local Union No. 18, spoke in opposition to Wal-Mart’s practice of using non-union construction workers. Motion by Sup. Harbach to seek renters & rates for year 2009, seconded by Sup. Ferber. Motion failed 2-3 with Chairman Smith, Sup. Loomis & Sup Wienke voting nay. Motion by Sup. Wienke to give the Administrator authority to seek most favorable rate for year 2009 rental, seconded by Sup. Loomis. Motion carried 5-0.
Approval of Temporary Class B (Picnic) Wine license for Somers Community United Church of Christ, 9918 12th ST, Dennis A. Curnes, agent, on November 1, 2008 and waiver of fee.

Motion by Sup. Loomis to grant a temporary Class B Wine license to Somers Community United Church of Christ, 9918 12th Street, on November 1, 2008 and waive the fee, seconded by Sup. Harbach. Motion carried 5-0. 
Approval of Operators licenses: Cynthia Berry, Shelley L. Nichols, Keri L. Teschler, Autumn Weed. Temporary: Dennis A. Curnes
