Public hearing & action on request by Estate of Lucille Lichter, 1080 22nd Avenue, Diane Pierce, agent to rezone from A-2 to R-3 on part of tax parcel # 80-4-222-124-0115 and from R-2 to R-3 on all of tax parcel # 80-4-222-124-0110. Both parcels are located in the southeast quarter of section 12, Township 2 North, Range 22 East, Town of Somers, Kenosha County. For informational purposes only, these parcels are located on the west side of CTH “Y” (22nd Avenue) approximately 0.22 miles north of the intersection of CTH “E” (12th Street.)  


Staff made the recommendation for approval of the single family use and the rezone.  Commissioner Mandernack made the motion to approve and seconded by Commissioner Lewis.  Motion Carried 7 - 0.

(owner) located in NW 1/4, Section 5, T2N, R23E in the Town of Somers, Kenosha County, WI.

Robert Bokowski of We Energies explained the project and where the fueling station will be located.

of the fueling station. 


Staff has no problem with the change in moving the pump to the East side of the We Energies property.
