Discuss proposed change in Dental Insurance carriers

Staff presented a proposal to switch dental insurance carriers from the current carrier Anthem/Blue Cross to Delta Dental for a significant cost savings.

Discuss 40% green space requirement

Chairman Smith stated there are differing ideas on the percentage of green space for industrial, commercial & residential land developments.
