Public hearing & action on request by Regency Hills/Pike Creek Crossing LLC, 5008 Green  Bay Road, Kenosha, 

WI 53144 (Owner), Town of Somers, P.O. Box 197, Somers, WI 53171 (Buyer), Nancy Washburn, 5008 Green Bay 

Road, Kenosha, WI 53144 (Agent) to rezone from R-4 to I-1 and request for Conditional Use Permit to allow a 

utility substation in the I-1 Institutional District on part of Tax Parcel #80-4-222-103-0201 located in the southwest

quarter of  Section 10, Township 2 North, Range 22 East, Town of Somers. For informational purposes only, this

 property is  located on the north side of County Trunk Highway “E” (12th Street) approximately 600 feet west of the 

intersection  of 65th Avenue.


Mr. Morris explained that this request was part of the final plat for the Pike Creek Crossing subdivision and was

requested by the Town for a municipal water pumping station to eventually feed a water tower.    Commissioner

Highland  made the Motion to approve the Rezone and Conditional Use Permit, seconded by Commissioner

Mandernack.  Motion Carried 7-0.

Mr. Morris explained to everyone that this 30’sign was for the Truck Stop located on I-94 and Washington Rd.  (HWY S), Mr. Morris also asked the Commission to include a landscape plan in the motion to approve the sign.  Discussion followed.  Motion to approve with a approved landscape plan (by staff) was made by Commissioner Mandernack, seconded by Commissioner Donaubauer.  Motion Carried 7-0.

Public hearing and action on request by MIR Group LLC, 5455 Sheridan Road #202, Kenosha, WI 53140 (Owners) requesting rezoning from A-2 General Agricultural District to B-4 Planned Business District, A-2 General Agricultural District and C-1 Lowland Resource Conservancy District with the application of a PUD Planned Unit Development Overlay District on part of Tax Parcel #80-4-222-151-0401 located in the northeast ¼ of Section 15, Township 2 North, Range 22 East, Town of Somers. For informational purposes only, this property is located on the west side of State Trunk Highway “31” (Green Bay Road), approximately 1,700 feet south of the intersection of State Trunk Highway “31” (Green Bay Road) and CTH “E” (12th Street).


Mr. Morris explained that the location for this project was located on the Southwest corner of Green Bay Road and just south of HWY "E".  Fouad Saab, agent for the MIR group explained the development and stated that it would be done in phases and could take up to two years for the first phase because all infrastructures is required before any building pads.  Discussion followed.  Commission Mandernack made the motion to approve the Rezone and seconded by Commissioner Highland.  Motion carried 6-1 with Commissioner Boozer voting against.
