Action on request from Somers Fire & Rescue Association for use of Town Hall March 8, 2008 for fundraiser - Chair Smith requested that Fred Loomis read the letter from the Somers Fire & Rescue Association.  A motion made by Al Ferber, seconded by Ben Harbach to approve the use of the Town Hall March 8 for a spaghetti dinner.  Motion passed unanimously.
Proposed Ordinance No. 08-002: Relating to Sexual Predators.  Chairman Smith asked for a motion to table.  Vern Wienke made the motion, seconded by Fred Loomis to table Ordinance No. 08-002; Relating to Sexual Predators for 60 days.  Motion passed unanimously.

Employee manual revision #28, 39, 48, 62 – A motion was made by Vern Wienke, seconded by Ben Harbach to approve the Employee manual revision #28, 39, 48, 62.  Motion passed unanimously.
Bradford recapture agreement – Bradford cost recovery for 25 years regarding residential property abutting Somers Market Place Development.  A motion was made by Vern Wienke, seconded by Ben Harbach in support of the Bradford cost recovery of 25 years.  Motion Passed unanimously.

Debartolo developer’s agreement – Motion was made by Ben Harbach, seconded by Al Ferber to approve Debartolo developer’s agreement with the changes as directed by Town Board and subject to final letter of credit approval by staff and town lawyer.  Motion passed unanimously.
Award bid for Lakeshore (Sheridan Road Corridor) Neighborhood Plan – Motion was made by Fred Loomis, seconded by Ben Harbach to approve the award of bid for Lakeshore Neighborhood Plan to Crispell Snyder, Inc. for $12,890.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public works compensation memo – Motion was made by Vern Wienke, seconded by Fred Loomis to approve the public works compensation memo as presented by Wm. Morris.  Motion passed 3/2; Ben Harbach and Al Ferber against.

Proposed resolution No. 08-001 re:  Safer Grant & Authorization to hire. – Resolution was read for FEMA SAFER Grant.  Department will go from 6 full time employees to 9 full time employees.  Motion was made by Ben Harbach, seconded by Vern Wienke to approve Resolution No. 08-001 SAFER Grant and authorization to begin hiring process.  Motion passed unanimously.
Operators’ license – Motion was made by Fred Loomis, seconded by Ben Harbach to approve Todd Bernhardt and Teresa Gross operators’ license.  Motion passed unanimously.   Motion made by Ben Harbach, seconded by Fred Loomis to remove from table, Jennifer Smith application for operators license.  Motion passed.  Motion was made by Fred Loomis, seconded by Ben Harbach to deny application for Jennifer Smith operators’ license.  Discussion regarding time limit.  Vern Wienke asked what attempt to get a hold of Smith was done.  Original application was tabled for 30 days.  There are still 15 days left from that action.  Fred Loomis, request to rescind the motion to deny, second, Ben Harbach agreed.  A motion was then made by Vern Wienke, seconded by Al Ferber to table for the remaining 15 days.  Motion passed.
RFP for animal control – Morris request that the RFP be tabled for 30 days.  A motion to table for 30 days the RFP for animal control  was made by Vern Wienke, Seconded by Al Ferber.  Motion passed.  
31st street mutual aid billing – Chair Smith reported that the town has a moral obligation as apposed to a legal obligation to seek cost recovery for the accident on 31st Street.  To date Pleasant Prairie, Racine Fire Bells and Somers have items to be billed to Oaks Insurance Company.  A motion made by Vern Wienke, seconded by Fred Loomis to act in good faith and pay for items of other fire departments that were lost on the 31st sewer call.  Somers would then invoice the Oaks insurance company for amount billed.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion was made to adjourn at 7:37 by Ben Harbach, seconded by Al Ferber. Motion passed.
