Motion by Sup. Ferber to approve Minutes of Town Board meeting on February 26, 2008, Work Session on March 6, 2008, Joint Town Board/Plan Commission Public Hearing & Meeting on Neighborhood Plans on February 28 2008 & Park Commission on February 25, 2008; Building Report and Vouchers presented for payment, seconded by Sup. Harbach.  Motion carried 4-0.

Sign 
will be 2 sided and is subject to being located out of the 50' vision triangle and at least 
300' from existing ground sign towards South end of property. Total 
square footage of signs 
on parcel not to exceed 1200 square feet total. 

Sup. Harbach moved to concur with Plan Commission and approve sign, seconded by Sup. Ferber. Motion carried 4-0.


b) Sign approval for Busy Bees Child Care located at 9918 12th Street, Somers United 
Church. The sign will be a sided ground sign subject to being located out of 50' vision 
triangle and at least 300' from existing ground sign towards east end of property. Total 
square footage of signs on property not to exceed 1200 square feet.

Sup. Harbach moved to concur with Plan Commission and table for 30 days, seconded by Sup. Loomis. Motion carried 4-0.


c) Action on request from SFW Land LLC, 910 Skokie Blvd., Suite 213, Northbrook, IL  60062 requesting Rezoning on Tax Parcel #81-4-223-074-0006 from A-4 Agricultural Land Holding District, C-1 Lowland Resource Conservancy District, and C-2 Upland Resource Conservancy District to R-3 Urban Single-Family Residential District, R-4 Urban Single Family Residential District,  R-9 Multiple-Family Residential District,  C-1 Lowland Resource Conservancy District, and C-2 Upland Resource Conservancy District with the application of a PUD Overlay District.   For information purposes only this property is located on the west side of the Union Pacific Railroad Row between CTH "A" and "E", Somers Township, Kenosha County.

Sup. Harbach moved to concur with Plan Commission and approve rezoning, seconded by Sup. Ferber. Motion carried 4-0.


d) Action on request from SFW Land LLC, 910 Skokie Blvd., Suite 213, Northbrook, IL  60062 for approval of Preliminary Plat on Tax Parcel #81-4-223-074-0006 for a new Subdivision called River Vista.  The subdivision will consist of a blend of single-family homes, town homes & a park/recreation district.

Sup. Harbach moved to concur with Plan Commission and table for 30 days, seconded by Sup. Ferber. Motion carried 4-0.


e) Action on request from Jay Hergott, 910 Skokie Blvd., Suite 213, Northbrook, IL  60062 for approval of Preliminary Plat of Condominiums on Tax Parcel #81-4-223-074-0006 within the River Vista subdivision.  

Sup. Harbach moved to concur with Plan Commission and table for 30 days, seconded by Sup. Ferber. Motion carried 4-0.


f) Action on request from SFW Land LLC., 910 Skokie Blvd., Suite 213, Northbrook, IL  60062 for approval of Conditional Use Permit for 14 six unit buildings zoned R-9 on Tax Parcel #81-4-223-074-0006 within the River Vista Subdivision.

Sup. Harbach moved to concur with Plan Commission and table for 30 days, seconded by Sup. Ferber. Motion carried 4-0.


g) Action on request from SFW Land LLC, 910 Skokie Blvd., Suite 213, Northbrook, IL  60062 for approval of a marketing sign for Tax Parcel #81-4-223-074-0006, River Vista Subdivision, located on the west side of the Union Pacific Railroad Row between CTH "A" and "E", Somers Township, Kenosha County.

Sup. Harbach moved to concur with Plan Commission and approve sign subject to restrictions approved by the Plan Commission, seconded by Sup. Ferber. Motion carried 4-0.


h) Action on request from Golden Oil to rezone from A-1 Agricultural Preservation District and A-2 General Agricultural District to B-3 Highway Business District on Tax Parcel #80-4-222-193-0200 located in the southwest quarter of Section 19, Township 2 North, Range 22 East, Town of Somers. For informational purposes only, this property is located on the northeast corner of the intersection of I-94 and CTH “S”.

Sup. Harbach moved to concur with Plan Commission and approve rezoning contingent on an approved site plan, seconded by Sup. Ferber. Motion carried 4-0.


i) Action on request from Golden Oil for a Conditional Use Permit to allow a gasoline service station on Tax Parcel #80-4-222-193-0200 located in the southwest quarter of Section 19, Township 2 North, Range 22 East, Town of Somers. For informational purposes only, this property is located on the northeast corner of the intersection of I-94 and CTH “S”.
Sup. Harbach moved to concur with Plan Commission and approve conditional use permit subject to 7 restrictions approved by the Plan Commission, seconded by Sup. Ferber. Motion carried 4-0.
