Bennett’s license, based on failure to complete to application form accurately, seconded by Sup. Harbach. Motion failed on a 2-2 vote with Chairman Smith & Sup. Ferber voting nay. Sup. Loomis moved to table Susan C. Bennett’s application for 30 days, seconded by Sup Harbach. Motion carried 4-0.  Ranjit Kaur did not appear before the Board and her application remains tabled.
