Green Bay Road Corridor Transportation study proposal-Crispell-Snyder 

A teleconference was held with Dan Snyder of Crispell-Snyder to discuss their proposal for a transportation study on the Green Bay Road Corridor, roughly 7th Street south to C.T.H. “S”, Pike Creek/Railroad on the west to the City limits on the east.
Review attached tentative Town Board Meeting Agenda for 5-13-08
The Board reviewed the tentative Board agenda for May 13.
Review Tabled Ordinance 08-005 Alternate on Plan Commission  

The latest revision of the ordinance was reviewed.
Discuss letter from Paul McKillip, 8626 12th Street re sewer back-ups

Administrator Morris stated that infiltration in the area is most likely causing the problem and a possible solution for Mr. McKillip is to install a check valve.
Discuss procedure for issuing Provisional operator’s licenses


Clerk-Treasurer Kitzman asked to clarify the procedure to issue provisional operators licenses as currently the license is issued before the record check is completed.
Reappointment of Mary Lichter to Fire Commission

Chairman Smith stated that Mary Lichter’s term expired on May 1 and he wished to reappoint her.
Plan Commission items


The Plan Commission will hold the public hearing on the Green Bay Road moratorium ordinance on May 12 and make a recommendation to the Board.
New building discussion


Administrator Morris stated a special work session is needed to study financing options for the new building and suggested May 20.
Park Commission recommendations

Chairman Smith stated that the April 21st Park Commission minutes contained several recommendations: 1. the Town Board look into our “option-to-buy” and pursues the purchase of the 2.8 acre Green property as soon as possible. 2. the Public Works Department install the fence needed on the NE ball diamond by May 26, 2008 (the beginning of the season) if time and manpower permits.  Otherwise, they should contract this work out to Aluminum Fence Co. or another approved contractor. 3. the Town Board officially promotes the transfer of natural land corridors to appropriate conservancy organizations to provide benefit to developer, homeowner and the Town of Somers.  These benefits are 1) a tax write-off for the developer, 2) lower taxes for homeowners in that subdivision, 3) no maintenance or liability issues for homeowner associations, 4) conservancy organizations have increased access to grant monies and state or federal programs, 5) enhanced environment and esthetics for Somers. 4. the Somers Plan Commission provide copies of those plans from developers to the Commission if those plans impact parks, multi-use trails, or natural corridors. Discussion on the recommendations.
Request by Fire & Rescue Association for use of Town Hall  

A request was received from Pete Wicklund of the Somers Fire & Rescue Association to use the Town Hall on the third Tuesday of each month for their meetings.
Request by Chad & Sara Britten to move home at 342 56th Ave
