Supervisor Harbach to the Fire Chief regarding Comm. 10 and the placement of tanks and piping in regards to wells.  Chief Krause referenced NR812.08 and how it pertains to wells and other water reservoirs.  

Supervisor Loomis regarding wells, Wisconsin law not New Hampshire.  Loomis pointed out fuel storage along Lake Michigan specifically in Chicago and Milwaukee.  He also questioned the marinas and the above ground tanks, motorcycle shops,  restaurants etc.  
Supervisor Ferber – without restating what Supervisors Harbach and Loomis stated.  The Department of Commerce issues permits follows the development.  The developer now has to have the state look at the plans.
Supervisor Wienke – Regarding D. Zorns water problem, item to be addressed by Morris
Conditional Use permit – Town Board understands the issues regarding the gas station.  Board is aware that a lawsuits due to failure to allow building on properly zoned parcels verses neighborhood concerns is a reality.  Advised Developer to take a good look at the project and the financial ramifications.  Do the residents support the financial commitment

A motion was then made by Supervisor Ferber, second by Supervisor Harbach to approve a separate contract for the Lift Station by-pass to AW Oakes for $10,620. Motion passed 5/0

A motion was made by Supervisor Ferber to remove from the table operator’s license for Ranjit Kaur, second by Supervisor Wienke.  Passed 5/0.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Loomis and  second by Supervisor Ferber to deny.  Ranjit Kaur was present with attorney. Motion to deny was withdrawn.  Discussion followed, told to appear. Attorney for Kaur requested clarification.   Loomis explained that the application is not filled out correctly.  All citations must be listed and it is required to be done by Ranjit Kaur before the Board can hear the application.  Kaur must be totally truthful when filling out application.  Attorney Davison will conduct background search and report to Town Board.  Motion to table for up to 30 days was made by Supervisor Loomis, second by Supervisor Harbach to correct application and update records checks. Motion passed 4/1 with Smith decenting.
