Review Life Quest Billing 2007 Response Report for Somers Rescue Squad

The Board reviewed the 2007 Life Quest report. Administrator Morris recommended a rate adjustment. Sup. Wienke requested a survey of area provider’s rates be presented at the next Work Session.

Tom Maurer, Park Commission Chair, re purchase of 17 acre property adjacent to Gitzlaff Park.

Administrator Morris stated the Park Commission will prepare a 2009 budget to address issues like land purchases. He stressed the need for a Park & Open Space Plan as a prerequisite to apply for DNR grants.

Discussion on Humane Officer

Administrator Morris stated that a meeting is scheduled on July 10 with the developers, DNR, Kenosha County & Town to jointly address Mrs. Zorn’s concerns.

Discussion on the sole bid presented. Sup. Wienke requested the homeowner be contacted to see if other bids were solicited.
Correspondence from Larry Harding regarding Fabiano Park improvements

Mr. Harding submitted a letter requesting installation of a bubbler & portable toilet at Fabiano Park. The request was referred to the Park Commission.
