Town of Somers Park Commission Meeting

August 18, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:40 PM.

The minutes from the previous meeting were unanimously approved (Gordon moved, Tom seconded).

Administrator Bill Morris was unable to attend tonight’s meeting due to illness.  Chairman Jim Smith handed out the Revenue and Expense Report for the Town of Somers, for 8 periods ending August 31, 2008.  Various items were discussed about budget planning.  Jim said that Bill Morris could explain the details at the next meeting. 

It was felt by a majority of the Commissioners that a decision must be made by the Town Board regarding the purchase of the Thorpe property before moving ahead with any consulting firm.  Jim Smith said he would put the Thorpe purchase on the agenda at the next work session.

Tom M. proposed that the Park Commission investigate interest in a Flag Football and Cheerleader program.  A notice in the next Town newsletter would ask for interested parents or others who might be interested in organizing and managing these programs.   Tina Funk could be asked to provide a list of players that play softball and who might also be interested in football or cheerleading.
It was also suggested that the 4th of July Parade include the softball players and others who participate in the various recreational programs at Somers. 

Sue B. reported on the Sunny Somers program in Jan’s absence.  Posters and door hangers are located in the Somers Town Hall front office, the Somers Post Office, Somers Branch of Southport Bank and the BP Station at Highways E and 31.  Jan is checking for messages regularly.  

Sue B. asked if the September meeting could be rescheduled to September 22 at 6:30 PM instead of September 15, due to her vacation.  It was agreed by all to reschedule if the meeting room was available.  Tom M. will check for availability.
The meeting was adjourned at 7:50 PM.
