Town of Somers Park Commission Meeting Minutes

June 16, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:05 PM.

The minutes of the previous meeting were unanimously approved (Tom M. moved, Nick L. seconded).

Jan Gollinger has reconsidered and is willing to take on the neighborhood home recognition program.  Jan presented several examples of names and poster ideas.  It was agreed to call the program “Sunny Somers”.  Jan has been in contact with Kathy Troher at the Kenosha News.  The News is receptive to our idea and suggested that we start by doing it monthly, May through October (the City does it weekly).    Designs for the door hangers and posters will be done by Tom Maurer’s son.  A method for contacting us was discussed.  It was unclear if the Town of Somers office personnel would be willing or able to take phone calls.  Nick L. suggested having a tear-off on the door hanger and have the nominee mail it in.  Gordon L. suggested we look into a phone “mail-box” that callers could leave a message without bothering the office staff. An e-mail address could also be created that could be printed on the door hanger.

Tina Funk reported on the softball situation.  She expressed frustration once again with the town officials.  Bases were not ordered until the last minute, and then only after repeated inquiries.  The fencing and backstop work that was promised to be installed by the start of the season is still not installed.  Tina also expressed concern about parking for next year.  The remodeling work on the Town Hall and fire station will reduce available parking and Tina said that there would be no ball program if parking was not addressed. She suggested considering the old tennis court area for temporary parking until we get the new ball park built. 
Sue B. stated that she would not be attending the grant application workshop for Root Pike WIN at Parkside on June 19.  She said it was premature to apply for grant money when the plans for Gitzlaff Park were still in the very early stages.
Sue B. was excused from the meeting at 6:57 PM and Gordon Lake recorded the minutes for the remainder of the meeting.
