MINUTES OF THE SOMERS PARK COMMITTEE

MAY 17, 2010

Meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Tom Maurer.  Committee members present were Tim Fulton, Barb Wilkomm, Joe Smith, Mark Pellicori and Mary Lichter.  Also present was Supv. Fred Loomis, Town Board Liaison.

Minutes of the previous meeting were not available at this time.  Approval of April meeting minutes will be on the agenda for June, 2010.

Tom Maurer indicated that the Committee should vote for a Vice Chairperson.  Committee member Mary Lichter was unanimously voted in as Vice Chairperson.  Tom Maurer asked for a volunteer to take minutes of this meeting.  Mary Lichter volunteered to take minutes.

There were no citizen comments.

Tim Fulton made a presentation on rain gardens and the importance of incorporating those in the future building plans for the new town hall.  At the next meeting, an item will be placed on the agenda for the Committee to make a recommendation to the Town Board to incorporate a rain garden in the new plans for the Somers Town Hall.

Update on progress at Fabiano Park was presented by Tom Maurer.  Pea gravel will be used as a play surface for the playground.  No retaining wall has been installed yet.  Area has not yet been readied for signage.

A 50/50 grant has been applied for a walking path at the Town Hall park.  

Committee member Nina Smith was not available for the meeting but an e-mail updating the Committee on the status of the Somers Farmer’s Market was read by Tom Maurer.

Supv. Fred Loomis gave the Committee an update on the Neumiller land donation as well as the Ho Chunk Nation property.  Supv. Loomis explained that a future dedication ceremony for the Neumiller land will be scheduled and asked that a sign be placed at the park acknowledging the donation by the Neumiller family.  The Ho Chunk Nation property is a 30 acre site at the NE corner of Highway A and 13th Avenue.  This property has potential for a public fishing area.
Tom Maurer reported on the price of a 16x16 shelter with a 20x24 concrete slab at Fabiano Park would be $7200 for the shelter and $2000 for the concrete slab.

Committee discussed the Town possibly updating the lights on the current ball diamonds at the Town Hall Park.  The Committee also had discussion about DOT swales to Lake Michigan and on the Committee vs. Commission issue.

Motion was made by Mark Pellicori, seconded by Barb Wilkomm to adjourn.
