MINUTES OF THE SOMERS TOWN PARK COMMITTEE






June 21, 2010

Meeting was called to order at 6:10 p.m. by Gordon Lake. Committee members present were Mary Lichter, Nina Smith, Joe Smith, Barb Wilkomm (arrived approximately 6:25), and Mark Pellicori. Absent: Tim Fulton. Also present were Fred Loomis, Town Board Supervisor, and Tom Maurer, Park Committee consultant.

Minutes of the May meeting were tabled until next month’s meeting.

A motion was made by Mary Lichter, and seconded by Nina Smith to elect Mark Pellicori secretary to the committee. Mark Pellicori was unanimously voted into the position.

There were no citizen comments.

A report of the currant financial statement was made by Gordon Lake. The reimbursement procedures for committee members out of pocket expenses were gone over and agreed upon by all. 

It was agreed upon by all that Nina Smith be reimbursed for market expenses.

A proposal to amend the park naming policy was made by Gordon Lake. After a discussion in was concluded to table the item until the July meeting.

Nina Smith gave a report of the May and June market. May’s market was well attended by customers, with approximately 9 vendors present. June’s market day had a much lower customer turnout with 3 less vendors. A short discussion ensued as how to boost vendor and customer’s attendance.

Fred Loomis reported on the Neumiller property donation to the Town of Somers. A short discussion was had regarding the dedication (scheduled for August), signage, DOT and DNR input. 

Supervisor Loomis also reported that The Ho-Chunk Nation is willing to work with The Town of Somers regarding leasing a 30-acre parcel of property for a future park.

The committee discussed the progress of Fabiano Park. The perimeter timbers were laid, swing set cemented in, pea gravel has started to be placed, and arborvitaes are ready for planting. A split rail fence, and Fabiano Park sign were discussed as well.

A motion to adjourn at 8 p.m. was made by Nina Smith and seconded by Joe Smith.
