Sheriff Beth presented the following information to the Board: Kenosha City/County Joint Services Communications Center Yearly Statistics, overtime report for Sam’s & Wal-Mart and the breakdown of calls for Town of Somers. There are 3-5 calls per day at Sam’s & Wal-Mart. He explained overtime has been used to station a car in front of the stores. Sheriff Beth asked for the Town’s financial assistance to deal with the extra workload. He was asked to forward contract costs for a dedicated car.

Discuss Ch. 16 Sprinkler Ordinance  

Chief Krause explained the purpose for the new ordinance was to update code changes and fees for plan review & inspections. He stated homes over 4,500 SF would be required to comply with the new sprinkler system regulations. Farms are exempt. Further discussion on the code changes.
Discuss DeBartolo Developer’s Agreement/Proposed Resolution No.10-006 revoking all prior land use approvals on parcel #80-4-222-024-0020 

Attorney Davison explained the resolution relates to the foreclosure action commenced on the parcel. The proposed resolution will nullify the already approved rezoning, CSM & developer’s agreement.

Discuss designation of official town representative on County Advisory Committee for Farm Preservation

After discussion on the new farmland preservation law, Attorney Davison will draft a resolution naming Administrator Morris as the official town representative with Supervisor Loomis as alternate.
