Review attached tentative Town Board Meeting Agenda for 3-09-10
The Board reviewed the tentative Town Board Meeting agenda for 3-09-10.

Discuss tabled proposed Ordinance No. 10-004 to Repeal & Recreate Chapter 16 of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of Somers Relating to Automatic Sprinkler & Fire Protection Systems

Discussion on ICC code compliance & section A non-residential commercial buildings. At some point in the future section B single family housing may be addressed. Adoption of this Section A will bring the Town in compliance with the state adopted (July, 2006) ICC code. 
Review proposed Ordinance No. 10-005 re Cross Connections

Administrator Morris & Public Works Superintendent George Stoner stated the ordinance adequately addresses the cross connection program. The inspections will benefit the customer. The ordinance puts the responsibility on the property owner to insure compliance.
Discuss proposed Resolution No. 10-009 Reducing Speed Limit on Sheridan Road

Chairman Smith stated the area Legislators requested the Board pass a resolution asking for a speed limit reduction. As the state has jurisdiction over the highway, such a resolution will aid the legislators in working with the DOT. 
Discuss proposed Resolution No. 10-0010 Opposing Assembly Bill 654-Qualification Based Selection for Public Construction Projects

Both Administrator Morris & Attorney Davison expressed concerns that Assembly Bill 654, if passed, would negatively impact the competitive bidding process.
Review correspondence from Farm Bureau re Farmland Preservation meeting on 03-09-10, Paris Safety Building

The Farm Bureau is sponsoring a meeting to learn how Kenosha County will address the state-mandated working lands planning process.
CMAC Grant/bike-pedestrian grant

Administrator Morris stated the CMAC funding application was submitted last year. There is an indication of support for funding with the timing scheduled in the next state biennium. This is a $1.3 million 80-20% proposal with the town share being approximately $250,000. There are 2 proposed bike-pedestrian path route options. Both start at PETS, cross or go along Highway 31 and go north to meet the proposed path in Mount Pleasant. 
Discuss request by Supervisor Loomis for Town to pay dinners/meetings (e.g. KABA breakfast)

Supervisor Loomis presented his case for Town payment of dinners, meetings & conferences. The consensus was to review on a case by case basis.
Discuss Letter of Understanding with Oakwood Cemetery

Chairman Smith stated the Cemetery Board had agreed to the conditions with the $4,000 payment to be made to the Town on or before June 1, 2010.
Update on building construction

Administrator Morris gave an update on last 30 days with his goal being to provide a reasonable footprint of the building remodeling & expansion. The proposed addition is 1,003 square feet. He stated that Chairman Smith, Chief Krause & Supervisor Loomis & himself had visited many other municipal offices & fire departments in the recent weeks.
