Review attached tentative Town Board Meeting Agenda for 3-23-10
The Board reviewed the tentative Town Board Meeting agenda for 3-23-10.

Review revised Plumbing Inspection Contract

The Board reviewed the proposed Plumbing Inspection Contract with Jim Thomey. The sole change              in the contract is the $5 increase in the inspection fee.

Review proposed 2009 Budget Resolution No. 10-011

Financial Manager Anderson reviewed the proposed resolution in detail and indicated the need for approval by the Water Utility approval also.

Discuss telephone system proposals

Financial Manager Anderson distributed & reviewed a spreadsheet comparing the 3 proposals from AT&T, TDS and Platinum. The Platinum proposal would yield a savings of $10,220/year from our present cost.
Discuss City of Kenosha Sidewalk project on 39th Avenue (28th ST to 24th ST)

Administrator Morris stated that, per Section 17 of the Boundary Agreement, notice has been received that the City will install sidewalks on 39th Avenue (28th ST to 24th ST) as part of a construction project beginning in May. This will affect 4 Town parcels. Attorney Davison stated the Town will be required to hold a public hearing this fall to assess these 4 parcels.
Report on Fire Call fees by Supervisor Wienke

Supervisor Wienke stated that no committee is needed and Chief Krause will present the information on the fire call fees.
Developer’s Agreement between the Town of Somers and Developer for “Parkside Springs Subdivision”

Due to the change in ownership of Parkside Springs Subdivision, there was discussion on the $80,950 Letter of Credit for paving that is due in 2012.
Park Commission update
Supervisor Loomis gave an update on the March 15 Park Commission meeting. Items included were: list of priorities for grants, Farmer’s Market Plans, Fabiano Park, swales over looking the lake, Neumiller property and trees for Arbor Day & Earth Day.
Building update 

Administrator Morris reviewed the revised drawing which includes added kitchen space, small wash rooms adjacent to employee lounge, altered fire lockers & washrooms and more daylight. He proposed an alternate bid to include a basement. The parking lot configuration was discussed. Supervisor Loomis showed slides of the municipal offices & fire departments that he, Chairman Smith, Chief Krause & Administrator Morris had visited in the recent weeks.
