The Work Session was called to order at 4:30 p.m. by Chairman James Smith. 
Present: Chairman James Smith, Supervisors Fred Loomis & Ben Harbach. Excused: Supervisors Vern Wienke & Al Ferber. Also present: Administrator Morris, Fire Chief Krause, Public Works Superintendent Stoner, Clerk-Treasurer Kitzman & Attorney Davison.
Interviews with 3 telephone vendors
TDS & Platinum Systems representatives gave presentations on their proposals for a new phone system in the town hall. The AT&T representative did not attend.


Review attached tentative Town Board Meeting Agenda for 4-13-10
The Board reviewed the tentative Town Board Meeting agenda for 4-13-10.

Discuss tabled proposed Ordinance No. 10-004 to Repeal & Recreate Chapter 16 of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of Somers Relating to Automatic Sprinkler & Fire Protection Systems

Supervisors reviewed various sections of the proposed ordinance regulating commercial establishments and asked for several changes in the wording.
Discussion on soccer program

Troy Fabiano, soccer coach at UW-Parkside, volunteered to head-up a town soccer program. The consensus of the Board was to decline the offer this year due to construction and access issues.

Review rate case application for water utility

Administrator Morris stated the simplified rate case application asks for a 3% increase, and if approved, would go into effect on June 15, 2010. No public hearing is required under this procedure.
Discuss proposed parking lot

Discussion regarding 3 sketches distributed by Administer Morris. He asked the Board to consider the effect of construction on the recreation program. Mr. Morris also asked consideration of purchasing the parcel east of the Town Hall that is owned by First Banking Center. Attorney Davison stated that a vote by the electorate is needed to purchase land.
Discuss proposed Resolution No. 10-013 Neumiller land donation

Administrator Morris stated a tentative agreement had been reached with Mrs. Neumiller on the value of the proposed donation of land to the Town. Attorney Davison is to draft a deed.
Discuss proposed Ordinance revisions:

No. 10-009 Section 12.10(B)(1) Amusement Device Fee

No. 10-008 Section 18.33 (D)(4) Design Standards

No. 10-007 Section 18.33 (G)(2)(b) Design Standards

The Board discussed the 3 proposed ordinances. Ordinance 10-009 would increase the Amusement device fee by $10 and affect 120 devices now licensed. Ordinances 10-008 & 10-009 would lower the green space requirement in industrial districts from 40% to 30%.
Review proposed Resolution No. 10-012 opposing statewide sex offender statute

Administrator Morris stated he and Chairman Smith had testified at the public hearing against this proposal to create a state wide sex offender statute. The state statute would likely void local ordinances that communities have passed.
Review employee handbook updates

The Board reviewed the proposed updates to the non-represented employee handbook.
Review proposed Resolution No. 10-014 Banning Smoking on Town Property

The Board discussed the proposed resolution that would ban smoking on all Town property. and asked for a change in wording. Enforcement was questioned.
Review proposed Resolution No. 10-015 Banning Smoking for New Hires

The proposed resolution states new employees cannot smoke at home or work. Sup. Harding asked for a correction in wording.
Review 1st quarter budget expenses, capital items & impact fees

The Board reviewed the 1st quarter budget reports and asked various questions.
