Citizen’s Comments
Joyce Erickson, 7802 38th Avenue, Coordinator of Kenosha/Racine/Walworth Tobacco Free Coalition spoke in favor of the proposed resolution banning smoking on Town property. Rob Hamm, 4925 64th Avenue, stated the proposed resolution banning smoking on Town property is beneficial for full-time employees but cautioned on its effect on part-time fire fighters. Jeanne Rode, Wisconsin WINS Program, stated their group checks retailers for tobacco sales to minors. She stated in 2009 Somers had 100% compliance as no businesses sold tobacco products to minors. Steve Viggiano, 2216 1st Circle, suggested that employees that smoke should pay part of their health insurance premium. Harlan Draeger, 375 Sheridan Road, urged the Board to act cautiously before revising the 40% green space requirement and gather public input before making any change. Speaking in opposition to the proposed smoking ban were: Alan Ferber, 11021 7th Street; Michael Boozer, 9725 12th Street; Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place & Colleen Weaver, 445 8th Place. Mr. Kirkorian also spoke in favor of reducing the 40% green space requirement.

Chairman Smith reassumed the chair. Sup. Loomis moved to grant an operators license to Theresa L. Pfeiffer, seconded by Sup. Harbach. Motion carried 5-0.
