AT&T representative Robert Gagliano gave a presentation on his proposal for a new phone system in the town hall. 

Review attached tentative Town Board Meeting Agenda for 4-27-10
The Board reviewed the tentative Town Board Meeting agenda for 4-27-10.
Tabled Operator license applications: Amy L. Royce, Rebecca L. Sawin

Sup. Wienke recommended that future operator license applicants not be asked to appear at a Board meeting to answer questions.
Review Chief’s recommendation on Fire Charges: proposed Ordinance No. 10-011

Fire Chief Krause reviewed his recommendations for increases in fire charges that are detailed in proposed Ordinance No. 10-011. He stated the rates are comparable to those charged in communities around the state.
Attorney Davison re proposed Resolution No. 10-013 Neumiller land donation

Attorney Davison stated that the deed was drafted and the document is ready for Mrs. Neumiller’s signature.
Discuss renewal & maintenance fee for Cross Connection Backflow Software 

Administrator Morris stated the fee for support and maintenance of the cross connection software is due July 1 in the amount of $2,200 for a 3-year term.
Discuss proposed Resolution No. 10-016: Outdoor Recreation Aids

Administrator Morris stated the proposed resolution is a required part of the grant application for the walking trail. Funding would include $28,523 from impact fees. The application is due May 1.
Attorney Davison re Amending Parkside Springs Developer’s Agreement to Recognize Bank Holding Company

Attorney Davison stated First Banking Center has taken over the Parkside Springs Subdivision. The subdivision is complete except for a top coat of asphalt on the street. The Bank wishes to market the remaining lots and is requesting an amendment to the current developer’s agreement and extension in time for the asphalt.
Discuss Employee Manual Updates

By consensus, the item will be left tabled for 2 weeks.
Discuss Tabled Ordinance No. 10-008: Section 18.33 (D) (4) & Ordinance No. 10-007: Section 18.33 (G)(2)(b) regarding Design Standards

Supervisor Harbach requested the 2 ordinances be sent to the Plan Commission for review. It was noted that a correction to both ordinances is needed as the "I” district designation should be “M.”
Discuss Proposed Resolution No. 10-017 Reimbursement Resolution for Sewer Relay along Hwy E


Administrator Morris explained the resolution would guarantee reimbursement of “reach-back” costs with the DNR if the Town receives a future grant for the sewer work.
Discuss proposed Ordinance No. 10-010 creating Section 18.38 regarding Public Participation Plan for Amending the Comprehensive Plan

Attorney Davison explained the proposed ordinance is a request from Kenosha County to create a 
written procedure for amending the comprehensive plan.
