Appearance of Todd Rose, Agent for Somers House, regarding corporate status & renewal application for Class B Combination Alcohol License at 1548 Sheridan Road

Todd Rose & Chris Gochis were present and answered questions regarding the status of Somers House Limited Liability Company. This LLC was dissolved by the State of Wisconsin on 04/12/10. Also discussed were the differing signatures of a LLC member on the auxiliary questionnaire & renewal application. Mr. Rose was requested to re-submit his renewal application.
Discuss light poles in ball diamonds

Chairman Smith explained the need to replace the wooden light poles in the ball diamond. A quote obtained last year to replace the wooden poles & lights was $80,000.

Review proposal to upgrade computers

Chief Krause & Jodin Froeber explained the needs of the department and the meeting with Platinum Systems that precipitated obtaining the proposal. The Fire Department portion of the upgrade is $5,618 and the Town Administrator’s portion is $2,647.

Discuss salt barn

Chairman Smith reminded the Board of the term of the salt storage agreement with Pleasant Prairie. The latest building quote obtained by Public Works Superintendent Stoner was $88,800.
Discuss job description for full-time firefighter/EMT-I
Chief Krause explained this job description was an update to the current 24 hour shift from the former 12 hour shift. 

Supervisor Harding re 5 year plan, vehicle retirement schedule, reworking Park Commission ordinance

Sup. Harding requested the current status of the 5 year plan and vehicle retirement schedule. There was discussion on the current limitation in the park ordinance on public officials holding more than 1 office. Attorney Davison explained state statute required a vote of the electorate to establish the park commission and this was not done.
Discuss smoking resolution

Sup. Loomis asked that Resolution No. 10-014 be redrawn into ordinance form.
Sup. Loomis left the meeting at 6:53 p.m.

Discuss tabled Ordinance Nos. 10-007 & 10-008 re green space requirement
