Public hearing & action on request from Jozsef and Barbara Vass, 4007 1st Street, 
Kenosha, WI 
53144 (Owners) to rezone from R-3 Urban Single-Family Residential District to 

R-3 Urban Single-Family Residential District and C-1 Lowland Resource Conservancy District 

on part of Tax Parcel #80-4-222-021-0015 located in the northeast quarter of Section 2, Township

2 North, Range 22 East, Town of Somers,  Kenosha County, Wisconsin. This rezoning is 

considered a zoning map amendment to bring the existing land use into compliance with the 

County’s zoning ordinance. For informational purposes only, this property is located on the 

south side of County Trunk Highway “KR” (1st Street) 
approximately 700’ east of the 

intersection of 43rd Avenue.

Public hearing & action on request from Middle Branch Saloon LLC, 1204 E. Oakwood Road, Oak Creek, WI 53154, Sharon Christnovich (Owner) to rezone from B-3 Highway Business District and A-4 Agricultural Land Holding District to B-3 Highway Business District on Tax Parcel #80-4-222-282-0201 located in the northwest quarter of Section 28, Township 2 North, Range 22 East, Town of Somers, Kenosha County, Wisconsin. For informational purposes only, this property is located on the northeast corner of the intersection of County Trunk Highway “S” (38th Street) and County Trunk Highway “H” (88th Avenue).
