For informational purposes only, this property is located on the northeast corner of the intersection of County Trunk Highway “S” (38th Street) and County Trunk Highway “H” (88th Avenue).

Authorize Town Attorney to draft No Smoking Ordinance

Sup. Wienke moved to deny, seconded by Sup. Harding. Motion carried 5-0.
Public Hearing & Action on Renewal License Applications for “Class A” Combination Fermented Malt Beverage & Liquor, Class “A” Fermented Malt Beverage, Class “B” Fermented Malt Beverage, “Class B” Combination Fermented Malt Beverage & Liquor.
