Discuss Hwy E Lift Station Proposal from Staab Construction

Administrator Morris explained that the 2 24” force mains do not have the air check valves installed. 
His recommendation is to wait until the need arises to install the valves but document history on 
valves.

Report on Ho-Chunk property located at 13th Avenue & 7th Street

Administrator Morris gave an update on the Ho-Chunk Nation property located at 625 13th Avenue. 
The Ho-Chunk Nation attorney has the information & will further review it. He indicated there is 
interest in transferring this property to the Town under a stewardship agreement.

Discuss names for Incorporation Study Committee

Board reviewed the proposed list of names for the Incorporation Study Committee. Sup. Harding 
volunteered to be the Board liaison.

Neumiller Letter of Appreciation & Certificate


By consensus, the Board agreed a formal dedication is needed in order to properly acknowledge the 
Neumiller land donation. Sup Loomis is to coordinate the dedication.

     Discussion on 47th Avenue Federal Highway Grant

Administrator Morris stated that the federal government is offering a grant through the STP-O 
program. Funding is 80% federal, 20% local. The 47th Avenue project would be undertaken jointly 
with City of Kenosha. The local share will be split 10% City & 10% Town. Project would be in the 
2011 construction year.

Discuss Park Commission/Committee ordinance

Attorney Davison reviewed his memo regarding the Park Commission/Committee status. He will draft 
an ordinance for review a the next work session.

Discuss 2010 Budget items-requested by Supervisor Harding


Sup. Harding stated his concern was really with the 2011 budget & long range planning.
