Sup. Harbach raised the question regarding the refund of operator license fees when the application is denied. Clerk-Treasurer Kitzman was asked to draft a statement for the application form, research a policy for refunds and determine the refund amount.

Sup. Loomis: Neumiller Dedication update, repairs on tanker truck
