      Review attached tentative Town Board Meeting Agenda for 7-27-10

The Board reviewed the tentative Town Board Meeting agenda for 7-27-10. Under tabled operator 
licenses, Sup. Harding suggested issuing Sallie McMillan two 60-day provisional licenses to reach 
her  November court date. 
Discuss correspondence: tax refund claim on 2 parcels by Dino Galati, 451 Wood RD

Clerk-Treasurer Kitzman explained that the Assessor had previously addressed Mr. Galati’s claim 
and his 2009 tax bills had already been adjusted.
Discuss telephone system proposals

Sup. Loomis stated his computations showed the AT&T proposal was less than the Platinum 
proposal. 
Discussion on waiting to purchase a phone system until building construction. 
Administrator Morris to check on expandability of AT&T equipment for next work session.
Discuss correspondence: Survey of Health of Wisconsin

The University of Wisconsin School of Medicine & Public Health is conducting a survey of health in 
the month of July. This will include 28 Kenosha area households.
Discuss Agreement for Animal Boarding Services & Humane Agent 

Chairman Smith noted that Society of St. Francis had signed the Animal Boarding Services & Humane Agent agreement. The agreement does not include wild animals.
Discuss mass emailing list

As a result of the garbage collection issue on July 5, a citizen suggested the Town compile a 
mass email list for contacting residents. Two quotes from providers were presented & discussed. 
Sup. Harding is to work with Ann Brumback. Item to be placed on the next work session agenda.
Discuss off-leash dog park permits

Discussion on information from Kenosha County Parks regarding the sale of off-leash dog parks 
annual dog tags. By consensus, the Board agreed to sell off-leash dog park permits with no fee to 
Kenosha County Parks Department.
Discuss amendment to employee handbook

Chairman Smith suggested an amendment to the employee handbook to encourage volunteerism.
Discuss correspondence: Business after 5 on July 29

Chairman Smith stated that any Board member interesting in attending the Business after 5 meeting 
on July 29 should let the Clerk-Treasurer know.
Chief Krause re medical transport situation

Chief Krause told of a local medical situation that would require transport to St. Luke’s Hospital in 
Milwaukee. He was asked to write a letter of request for Town Board meeting correspondence.
Motion to convene in closed session per WI Statute Section 19.85 (1)(c) for the purpose of considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility and Section 19.85 (1)(e) conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.
Chairman Smith stated the Board would not convene in closed session under WI Statute Section 19.85 (1) (c). Motion by Sup. Loomis, seconded by Sup. Harbach to convene in closed session per WI Statute Section 19.85 (1)(e): conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session. Motion carried unanimously. The Board convened into closed session at 5:51 P.M. Motion by Sup. Harbach, seconded by Sup. Wienke to re-convene in open session at 6:44 P.M. Motion carried unanimously.
