Review tentative Town Board Meeting Agenda for 10-27-09

Discuss with Town Board status and update on Sheridan Road/Lakeshore Neighborhood Plan

Sup. Harbach moved to reconvene in open session at 5:50 p.m., second by Sup. Ferber. Motion carried 5-0.
