Action on Resolution No. PC-10-001 Resolution Approving a Comprehensive Plan & 
Recommending Adoption by the Town Board:

Motion by Commissioner Sabath to adopt Resolution No. PC-10-001: Approving a Compre-
hensive Plan & Recommending Adoption by the Town Board, second by Commissioner 
Mandernack. Motion by Commissioner Mandernack to amend said Plan by adding “amend 
Town land use plan map to include the basic land use as indicated on the Lakeshore 
Neighborhood Plan and reflect existing environmentally sensitive areas i.e. wetland isolated 
natural resource areas,” second by Commissioner Lewis. Commissioners Sabath & 
Mandernack accepted as a friendly amendment. Motion carried 7-0. Motion by Commissioner 
Mandernack to amend said Plan “to reflect commercial uses on southeast corner of 18th 
Street/Lichter Road and Green Bay Road” Second by Commissioner Lewis.  Commissioners 
Sabath & Mandernack accepted as a friendly amendment. Commissioner Lake moved to 
amend the amendment to include additional parcel to the east. Commissioner Lake withdrew 
his motion. Motion to amend carried 7-0. Motion by Commissioner Mandernack to amend said 
Plan to state”Any wetland buffer, which maybe called other conservancy land to be preserved, 
is shown to have a maximum width of 75'. The actual extent of the protected area shall be 
determined by field verification.” Second by Commissioner Lewis. Commissioners Sabath & 
Mandernack accepted as a friendly amendment. Motion to amend carried 7-0.The main 
motion, as amended, passed on roll call vote: Mandernack: aye, Boozer: aye, Lake: aye, 
Sabath: aye, Donaubauer: aye, Highland: absent, Smith: aye, Lewis: aye. (7-0)
