Call to order:
Chairman David Barnes called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.
Kenosha County Variance:
KRISTA RECK, 6007 7th Street, Kenosha, WI 53144 (Owner), requesting a variance (Section V. A. 12.27-6(d): there shall be a maximum of two detached accessory buildings, excluding gazebos and pool houses not more than 150 square feet in area and 15 feet in height.  One accessory building shall be limited to a maximum of 1,500 square feet in area and a maximum of 20 feet in height.  The second building shall be limited to a maximum of 150 square feet in area and a maximum height of 15 feet. 
The two buildings shall not exceed a total of 1,650 square feet in area in the R-2 Suburban Single-Family Residential District) to construct a proposed 24' x 30' (720-square foot) accessory building addition for a total accessory building area of 3,360 square feet (2,640 square foot existing accessory buildings) in the R-2 Suburban Single-Family Residential District on Tax Parcel # 80-4-222-101-0105 NE 1/4 Section 10, T2 North, R22 East, Town of Somers. 
For informational purposes only, this property is located on the south side of 7th Street (CTH "A") approximately 1/3 mile west of the intersection with STH "31" (Green Bay Road)
Staff recommendation in support of variance.

Kenosha County Variance:
JESUS & ELSA ANAYA, 3715 18th Street, Kenosha, WI 53144 (Owner), Marty Boulanger, 566 W27890 River Road, Waukesha, WI (Agent), requesting variance(Section V. A. 12.27-6(d): there shall be a maximum of two detached accessory buildings, excluding gazebos and pool houses not more than 150 square feet in area and 15 feet in height.  One accessory building shall be limited to a maximum of 1,500 square feet in area and a maximum of 20 feet in height.  The second building shall be limited to a maximum of 150 square feet in area and a maximum height of 15 feet.  The two buildings shall not exceed a total of 1,650 square feet in area in the R-2 Suburban Single-Family Residential District); to construct a proposed 30' x 40' (1200-square foot) detached garage for a total accessory building area of 1,824 square feet (624 square foot existing accessory buildings) in the R-2 Suburban Single-Family Residential District on Tax Parcel # 80-4-222-242-0110, NW 1/4 Section 24, T2 North, R22 East, Town of Somers. 
For informational purposes only, this property is located on the south side of 18th Street (CTH "L") approximately 1/3 mile east of the intersection with 39th Avenue.
Staff recommendation in support of variance.

· Chairman Barnes read from the staff recommendation informing Mr. Anaya that the parcel is within the Boundary Agreement Area, therefore the building is permitted under the agreement but upon annexation, it will be a non-conforming use and that the current zoning does not allow for a business use and it would not be supported as such under the Boundary Agreement.

· Robert Nuzzo moved to recommend approval of the variance request with the following stipulation:


Building height to be a maximum 20 feet.
