A motion was made to direct the town to use pea gravel as the playground safety media.  
The motion was made by Nina Smith and seconded by Tim Fulton.  The motion


passed 7-0.  

*Note that Chairman Lake recognizes that town staff had been advised to use wood chips 
for this purpose. And that if the wood chips have been acquired for this project they 
should been used instead. 
**
A motion was made to have the planting along the east side of the cell tower fence be 
Annabelle Hydrangeas.  The motion was made by Tim Fulton and seconded by Nina 
Smith.  The motion passed 5-2. 
**
Point of order.  As the meeting was running late Mr. Lake asked Mr. Jim Smith if there 

was an item he had a specific interest in.  Mr. Smith did acknowledge that he was 
interested in seeing the progress of the commissions recommendation to the town 
Board.  
That recommendation is regarding a stewardship grant application for a multiuse path in 
the park behind town hall.

Gordon Lake read from the application and all commissioners had access to the 
application as well.  There was a discussion.

A motion was made that The Somers Park Commission does recommend that the Somers 
Town Board adopt RESOLUTION

Motion passed 7-0. The motion was made by Barb Willkomm and seconded by 
Mary Lichter.

A motion was made to have a split rail fence installed, see drawing, between the park 
equipment and the fire station.  The motion passed 7-0.

The motion was made by Mary Lichter and seconded by Nina Smith.

Discussion park naming policy.


A short discussion was held regarding the park naming policy.  Gordon Lake asked the 
commission to review the policy for action at the May meeting.  He suggested that there 
be and amendment that application for park names should be in writing.  And that if the 
submission is of a deceased person that there be a two to five year period of time between 
the persons death and the application for park naming being submitted.

Discussion appointment of park commissioners.


Gordon Lake asked if the commission felt it would be a positive idea to submit to the 
town Chairman a list of qualifications for park commission members.  Qualifiers, such as 
being a landscaper, builder, a farmer, and such.  And, if there should be an overall 
makeup of the commission such as, 1 farmer, 2 landscapers, 1 builders, 1 teacher, 2 
interested citizens.  There was no action on this item.  And no one ask for it to be on
future agendas.

Discussion of Farmers Market.

The market will be smaller this year as Natures Bounty has withdrawn.   The commission 
would like to see the towns web site improved.  Tim Fulton and Joe Smith will help Nina 
set up the 8 foot sign at the market site.
