Somers Park Commission Minutes

12-14-09 Revised

1) Call To Order: Chairperson Maurer called the meeting to order at 6:32. Members present were Chairperson Maurer, alternate Commissioner Darrell Borger and Commissioners Harding, Smith, Mary Lichter, Willkomm and Lake. Also in attendance was Town Board Liaison Manfred Loomis. 

2) Approval Of Minutes: Commissioner Borger moved to accept the minutes of the 

previous meeting. Commissioner Mary Lichter seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

3) Public Announcements/Citizen Comments-There were none.

4) Farmers Market- Commissioner Smith lead a lengthy discussion on the Somers 

Farmers Market. She distributed a list of ideas to help us brainstorm on how to improve/expand the market. Her goal for next year is 15 vendors. Other potential days and hours were discussed, as well as possible alternate locations. Commissioner Borger moved to open the market on Saturday, June 12th. Commissioner Lake seconded the motion, which passed unanimously. Commissioner Smith moved to set market hours as 8AM-1PM. The motion was seconded by Chairperson Maurer and passed unanimously. Commissioner Harding moved to reduce the vendor fee to $5 per week. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Borger and passed 6 to 0. Commissioner Willkomm was out of the room when the vote was taken. Somers Farmers Market will have an ad in the Farm Fresh Atlas of Southeastern Wisconsin to publicize our market. Commissioners Lake and Willkomm offered additions to the special events suggestions list. Discussion ensued. Commissioner Lake will look into having an antique car show at one market. 

A side discussion took place with regard to how much money the Park Commission has left in the 2009 budget. According to Liaison Loomis, we have approximately 3,017 to spend before the end of the year-all discretionary funds. Commissioner Lichter moved to purchase swing sets, spending up to the amount we have remaining in our 2009 budget. The motion directs Town staff to purchase said swing sets before 12-31-09 in accordance with Somers purchasing ordinances and practices. Swing sets will be stored until Spring for placement in accordance with a future Park Commission directive. Commissioner Harding seconded the motion, which passed unanimously. Chairperson Maurer will follow up to make sure this purchase takes place. 

5) Fabiano Park- It has been determined that the playground equipment does not 

need to be moved. Final landscaping will be done in the Spring. A decision on whether or not to keep the aluminum building on the south end of the park will be made by the town board at some future date.

6) Non Agenda Items- Commissioner Harding informed the Commission that Mark 

      Pellicore will replace Nick Lichter on the Park Commission, assuming Board 

      approval in January. The next meeting was set for 01-18-10 at 6:30PM. Liaison 

      Loomis informed the board that possible new lighting for the Town Hall Park ball 

      diamonds will come before the Town Board soon at a cost of about $27,000.00. 

      according to Mr. Loomis, the cost would come out of the Park Commission 2010

      budget.

7) Commissioner Mary Lichter made a motion to adjourn at 8:29PM. Commissioner        

    Borger seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
