Citizen Comments
Ron Grimes, 3145 72nd Avenue, urged the Board to announce the defibrillator purchase on the website. He stated he opposes incorporation due to the financial state of the Town and that village status removes the right of citizens to directly approve the Town budget. Mr. Grimes submitted a copy of Recommended Budget Practices and Budgeting 101 by the Association of Town Financial Committees. Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place, stated that Board candidates should attend meetings before the election. He inquired if the Beachaire Motel had obtained necessary licenses to re-open. Mr. Kirkorian stated Town roads are in terrible condition and also asked if the Fire Chief had been selected.
