March 11, 2014
The Regular Meeting of the Somers Town Board was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Ben Harbach at the Somers Town Hall, 7511 12TH Street.

Sup. Sinnen moved to approve Minutes of the Town Board meetings on 02-11-14 & 02-25-14, Building Report & payment of Vouchers dated 02-28-14, 03-06-14 & 03-11-14, second by Sup. DeLuca. Motion carried 4-0.

Citizen Comments
Robert Bell, 3511 27th Street, questioned his assessment. He urged the Board to widen & repave 27th Street. Ron Grimes, 3145 72nd Avenue, urged the Board to adopt an annual schedule for Requests for Proposals for Town services. He suggested using tracking technology for Town vehicles. Mr. Grimes stated changes are needed to the Incorporation fact sheet on the Town website. He urged holding an advisory referendum on Incorporation. Mr. Grimes also asked who would enforce the new parking ordinance. Susan Ventura & Peter Molter of United Hospital Systems presented the first conceptual design of a proposed 30,000SF building in the Somers Market Center. Mike Gorman, 1335 95th Avenue, asked if the Town had a budget surplus and had several questions on the duties & daily schedule of the Building Inspector. Mr. Gorman indicated he knew of several businesses operating outside of correct zoning. Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place, questioned street salting, snow plowing on March 8 & paying the Public Works Superintendent over-time. He stated frozen water mains need to be addressed as well as the deteriorating roads.
Supervisor’s Comments
All Supervisors thanked the United Hospital System representatives for their presentation. Supervisors also noted the Town Attorney was excused from the meeting to cut expense. Sup. DeLuca thanked all for attending and thanked Mr. Grimes for his comments. Supervisor Schantek requested a report on inspections completed by the Building Inspector including weeds & nuisance violations. She stated the Board is acting on incorporation because citizens at several annual meetings had directed the Board to move forward. Sup. Schantek also stated the parade had been set for July 4th at 2 P.M. Supervisor Sinnen reminded all the Candidate Forum was set for March 19 at 6:30 p.m. He thanked Dave Lewis for his years of service to the Town as Plan Commissioner. Sup. Sinnen also stated the Fire & Rescue spaghetti dinner fundraiser will be held March 29. He asked Mr. Gorman for information on the businesses operating outside of legal zoning. Chairman Harbach stated the Building Inspector & Public Works Superintendent would enforce the new parking ordinance.
