The Regular Meeting of the Somers Town Board was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Ben Harbach at the Somers Town Hall, 7511 12TH Street.

Citizen Comments
Joanne DeVargas, 563 Sheridan Road, spoke in opposition to the proposed Conditional Use Permit at 540 Sheridan Road. Robert Watring, stated there would little noise generated from the proposed tire shop at 540 Sheridan Road. Ron Grimes, 3145 72nd Avenue, asked that the Town cut the grass at 3127 72nd Avenue. He asked that future resolutions be posted on the Town website. Mr. Grimes stated the Town Board was not properly noticed to attend the Plan Commission meeting. He also requested the Town work out the easement for the Carthage lift station before preparing an RFP. Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place, asked the status of the SAFER grant application. He stated there are several junk-filled properties in Somers and also asked who had authorized painting at Fire Station #2. Roger Doyle, 3615 47th Avenue, asked that the St. Casimir Cemetery land adjacent to his property be mowed.
Supervisor’s Comments
Sup. Stoner & DeLuca both voiced their agreement with the suggestion to post resolutions on the website. Sup. Stoner stated he had received a memo regarding the recent painting at Fire Station #2. He asked Mr. Kirkorian to forward addresses of property with junk so the Building Inspector could check them. Sup. Stoner also stated he would contact St. Casimir Cemetery officials regarding mowing their property. Sup. Schantek stated there were 3 possible candidates to send for assessment at Stanard. She reminded all of a public informational meeting set for June 12 here at the Town Hall regarding the Hwy. “E” Pike River Bridge. She also thanked Mr. Anderson for discounting the flags purchased for the Veteran’s Memorial Park. Finally, she stated the Board is aware of the numerous potholes and will work on them when hot patch mix is available. Chairman Harbach & Sup. DeLuca stated the SAFER grant was denied. Sup. DeLuca stated the Plan Commission meeting notice was proper.
