Sup. Schantek moved to approve Minutes of the Town Board meeting on 05-13-14, Special Town Board meeting on 5-15-14 & payment of Vouchers dated 05-14-14, 05-19-14 & 05-27-14, second by Sup. DeLuca. Motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Comments
Gregg Sinnen, 3190 100th Avenue, urged the Board to tighten up the schedule to hire a Fire Chief. Ron Grimes, 3145 72nd Avenue, stated he was in favor of purchasing playground equipment and also favored the Stanard assessment for the Fire Chief candidates. Mr. Grimes stated he is opposed to any limits on citizen comments. Finally, he stated poor budget practices contributed to the negative fund balance. Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place, stated the Fire Chief salary was set too low. He asked why the proposed tire shop on Sheridan Road was turned down. He also questioned procedures at the recent fire department burn and reported employees were smoking on Town property.
Supervisor’s Comments
Sup. DeLuca thanked citizens present for their comments. He also thanked the Fire Department for allowing him to participate in the recent burn. Sup. Heinisch thanked citizens present for their comments. He also thanked Sup. Stoner for his service on the Park Committee. Sup. Schantek reminded all of the upcoming July 4th Parade & Ice Cream Social. She also stated a clean-up of Neumiller Woods by the Student Council was set for Saturday, May 31. Sup. Stoner stated the Public Works Department was never over budget. He stated he has met with the Fire Department to ascertain needs.
Motion to approve purchase of Playground Equipment
Sup. DeLuca moved to approve purchase of Playground Equipment per Miller & Associates quote at a total cost of $48,766.32, with $48,395.00 paid from Impact Fees, second by Sup. Stoner. Motion carried 5-0.

Sup. DeLuca moved to settle the Harbach claim in the amount $496.00, payment conditioned on receipt of a full release of claim, second by Sup. Stoner. Chairman Harbach stated he would abstain from voting. Motion carried 3-1-1 on roll call vote: Sup. DeLuca aye, Sup. Heinisch aye, Sup. Schantek nay, Sup. Stoner aye. Chairman Harbach abstained.
