Citizen Comments
Ted Knowski, 1264 Village Centre Drive, Unit 2, spoke regarding sewer rates. Ron Grimes, 3145 72nd Avenue, spoke in opposition to any changes in the citizen comments procedure. He also asked that a tentative schedule of the playground equipment installation be posted on the website. Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place, stated several properties in the Town need mowing. He also stated smoking on Town property continues. Mr. Kirkorian praised Interim Fire Chief John Sorensen for doing a good job.

Sup. Stoner explained the process & rationale for revising sewer rates. Sup. Schantek thanked Tim Fulton for his help with the Student Council in cleaning Neumiller Woods. She reminded all to watch for children on bikes as school will be out shortly & of the upcoming July 4th Parade. Sup.
