The Regular Meeting of the Somers Town Board was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Ben Harbach at the Somers Town Hall, 7511 12TH Street.

Citizen Comments
Guy Santelli, 1910 8th Place, thanked the Board & Fire Commission for being selected Fire Chief finalist. He offered to join the Board in the scheduled Closed Session. The following residents spoke in support of Fire Chief candidate Guy Santelli: Fred Loomis, 1717 Green Bay Road, Francesco Rovella, 1340 100th Avenue, Brian Isenberg, 857 22nd Avenue & Jeff Johnson, 1150 65th Avenue. Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place, stated the Fire Chief salary should be at least $100,000 & urged the Board to offer Mr. Santelli a higher salary. He asked for enforcement of no smoking on Town property. Mr. Kirkorian also stated the Public Works Superintendent is not eligible for overtime pay. Finally, Mr. Kirkorian asked why a non-fire vehicle was parked inside of Station #2. Vern Kotten, 5510 22nd Avenue, urged the Board to stay within the stated guidelines for the Fire Chief salary & to stop spending.

Sup. Schantek thanked all for their comments. She stated that final entries for the July 4th parade were welcome. Sup. Stoner stated that, according to the Waterworks Association survey, fully 45% of Public Works Superintendents receive overtime pay. Sup. Heinisch thanked all for coming and stated comments regarding the Fire Chief candidate would be taken into account. Sup. DeLuca thanked all for attending. He stated the Board would act in the Town’s best interest when talking with Mr. Santelli. Chairman Harbach stated the new Public Works Superintendent begins Monday, June 30.
