Citizen Comments
James Smith, 1066 22nd Avenue, spoke regarding the Board’s offer to Fire Chief finalist Guy Santelli. Ron Grimes, 3145 72nd Avenue, spoke regarding the Fire Chief hiring process. He reviewed improvement items in the 2013 Audit. Mr. Grimes asked the source of funds for the fire truck repair. Gregg Sinnen, 3190 100th Avenue, urged the Board to review the Towns Association Legal Opinion regarding minutes. He thanked all for their work on a successful July 4th parade. Guy Santelli, 1910 8th Place, stated his counteroffer was average for a fire chief in Wisconsin. Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place, stated there are many properties in the Town that have junk & need mowing. He inquired why cars were parked in Fire Station #2 bays. Mr. Kirkorian also stated the fire Chief salary should be in the $95,000 to $99,000 range, the fire truck (agenda item #9) should be repaired and there are many pot holes that need filling.
Supervisor’s Comments
Sup. DeLuca stated the July 4th parade was great family fun and well attended. He stated the minutes would be looked at in light of the article mentioned by Mr. Sinnen. Sup. DeLuca also commented on the Fire Chief salary range. Sup. Heinisch thanked all for attending. He stated the July 4th parade was great and thanked all who worked on it. Sup. Schantek thanked the Parade Committee, Public Works Department & staff for their work on the parade. She also thanked the many sponsors who made the parade possible. Sup. Schantek reminded all of the Blood Drive set for July 28th at the Fire Station. Sup. Stoner reported the Public Works Department is short staffed & is using the Fire Department to assisting in mowing. Chairman Harbach thanked Parade Committee Chair Sup. Schantek & Committee members for a fine 4th parade.
