Sup. DeLuca moved to approve Minutes of the Town Board meeting on November 25, 2014 with addition of “per guidelines of Employee Handbook” to Public Works Foreman motion & payment of Vouchers dated 12-04-14 & 12-09-14, second by Sup. Schantek. Motion carried 5 -0.

Supervisor’s Comments
Sup. DeLuca wished all a good Christmas. Sup. Heinisch thanked those attending the meeting. Sup. Schantek stated Fire & Rescue is sponsoring a Toy Drive for Christmas. Sup. Stoner thanked Bob Rojas for repairing the fire hose dryer. He reminded all of the Fire Department blood drive on Dec. 24th. Sup. Stoner thanked staff for setting up the Christmas display. Chairman Harbach gave an update on incorporation.

Public hearing & action on request by Somers USA LLC, 1840 Beloit Ave., Janesville, WI 53546 (Owner), Dave Uttech, Keller Inc., W177 N9856 Rivercrest Dr. #104, Germantown, WI  53022 (Agent), to amend the existing Conditional Use Permit to allow construction of a 2,783 sq.-ft. building addition for storage and commercial tenant space and two 27-ft. canopy/pump island extensions (one on each canopy) on Tax Parcel #80-4-222-193-0202 located in the SW ¼ of Section 19, T2N, R22E, 11800 Burlington Rd, Town of Somers.

Ted Gement represented the petitioner. Chairman Harbach read the four Conditions of Approval recommended by the Plan Commission. Sup. Stoner moved to approve as follows: remove condition #1 (paving removal); Petitioner must present computer study traffic plan by January 1, 2015; Petitioner must comply with past CUP requirements, second by Sup. DeLuca and failed 2-3 with Sup. Schantek, Heinisch & DeLuca voting no. Sup. Schantek moved to table to December 18th Town Board meeting, second by Sup. Stoner. Motion carried 4-1 with Chairman Harbach voting no.
