He also stated the interest rate on borrowing from the State Trust Fund is too high. Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place, requested information on the Waste Management Settlement Offer & stated the smoking ban on Town property should be enforced.
Supervisor’s Comments  
Sup. DeLuca thanked all for coming. He stated the Waste Management Settlement amount was $29,000. Sup. Schantek encouraged all residents to attend the Incorporation Open House meetings on March 17 & 26. Sup. Stoner stated he was on vacation for the past 3 weeks. He gave details of the proposed Waste Management settlement. He also stated Superintendent of Public Works Smith has done a great job. Chairman Harbach stated the $500,000 General Fund deficit has been reduced to $250,000. He also stated the Waste Management Settlement negotiations were done in closed session.
