Citizen Comments
Ron Grimes, 3145 72nd Avenue, stated the Village Board should approve it’s own minutes. He believes the Town Board is making Village decisions. Peter Gochis, 3322 16th Street, Kenosha, Agent for the Somers House, reported his efforts to prevent noise problems & work with his neighbors. He stated insulation work was completed on the Somers House & outside speakers were eliminated. Carl Kirkorian, 502 9th Place, stated there is a pot hole in 9th Place.
Supervisor’s Comments
Sup. Heinisch thanked all for attending. He stated the Village Board should be reduced to 5 members & the Town Board reduced to 3 members. Sup. Schantek thanked Peter Gochis for addressing issues at Somers House. She reminded all the upcoming July 4th parade is the 50th event. Sup. Stoner stated patching for water main breaks would be completed shortly. He also stated both the Hansen Pool & the Reck Fish Farm projects are a big benefit to Somers. Sup. Brokmeier stated Graef Planners should submit an itemized invoice. Chairman Harbach stated the Board has accomplished much in the past 2 years.
