The Regular Meeting of the Somers Town Board was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Ben Harbach at the Somers Town Hall, 7511 12th Street.

Citizen Comments
 Ron Grimes, 3145 72nd Ave questioned the length of time for the town audit to be completed. He wondered why copies of audio tapes of meeting were not available due to sick leave of and employee; cross training should be done. Cark Kirkorian, 502 9th Pl commended the Parade Committee, questioned why there were no raises for paid-on-call and part-time firefighters, 27th St and 28th St, should let the city have them, damage was done by city buses, new ambulances need to be purchased.
Supervisor’s Comments
Supervisor Schantek commented that the whole parade committee and public work employees all made the parade a success.  In the past, the audit had not been started until April. This year it was completed in about six weeks. Supervisor Molinaro questioned why the salt purchase was on the Village Board agenda, why not the Fire Department grant and the sewer interceptor project. Chairman Harbach complemented the whole parade committee for a job well done and Bethany Lutheran Church for the ice cream social held after the parade.  He commented that the Village and Town need to work together because there is only one budget for this year.  Residents expect that there will eventually be only one government with the exception of the “B” area.
